On Sunday 21st February, we invited you to participate in our Dressage Day, a light 

hearted, friendly and informal competition designed to introduce you to the more fun 

aspects of owning a horse, Unfortunately due to snow, then rain, we decided to postpone 

until more seasonable weather.  The Dressage day will now be held on Sunday, 28th 

March at 1pm prompt,  This day is specifically for Chesney customers only and will be 

split into Seniors, Juniors, and Lead reins, with 2 tests, Introductory (walk and trot only) 

and Preliminary (in which there will be some canter). 

Non- Livery Clients will be allocated a horse/pony which best suits their ability and there 

will be no changing of allocated horses as they will designated to cater for their daily 

work loads. 
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Riders will be able to warm up with an instructors assistance for approx 10-15 minutes 

before riding their test in front of a judge

EQUICLUB 

It is a requirement that Equiclub must be pre -booked to allow us to accommodate our 

horses work loads for the day.  We do have a maximum number allowed for Equiclub 

and any person not booked in may be turned away.  May we remind all parents and 

guardians that Equiclub has had a price increase as of the 1st February, Equiclub is now 

£25 for the day. 

 

With this the  Equiclubbers receive a 1 hour group lesson (normal rate £15), tuition in 

stable management, practical horse care and a lunch break to include a quiz, games or 

other pony themed activities. 
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All regular attending Equiclubbers will now receive their own folder with their 

achievements booklet.  This booklet sets levels of small tests starting from the most basic 

for very beginners’ right up to advanced level.  Each week the Equiclubbers will work 

towards their folders which will be kept updated with the staff. 

 

Equiclub folders will be reviewed on a regular basis with a certificate presentation day 

 

 

MINI-EQUICLUB 

Back due to popular demand is the Mini-Equiclub.  This is a specially formulated 

Equiclub for the younger riders, those a little shy and also those who maybe aren’t quite 

ready for coming for a full day to the big Equiclub. 

Mini-Equiclub will run Sundays 10 – 12 and numbers permitting again at 1-3., ages need 

to be 5 years + .  Just like big Equiclub, the minis will have a group lesson, lessons in 

safety and being around ponies, stable management as well as other pony themed 

activities. 

The minimum number for us to run is 2 and the maximum is 4 as there will be a senior 

member of staff present with the group at all times. 

£20 per person pre booking is required.
